and renewable energy projects. The Department of 

Energy shall, by grant, provide funds to State en- 

ergy offices for these projects on a competitive basis. 

“(B) Fifty per cent of funds provided to a State

2 funds. 

3 “(C) Funds shall be divided on a pro-rata basis 

4 for projects in buildings, industry, transportation
