MULTIPLE VIOLATIONS OF INDECENCY PROHIBITIONS.—7

If, in each of 3 or more proceedings based on an allegation8

that a licensee or permittee broadcast obscene, indecent,9

or profane material, (1) the Commission issues an order10

imposing a forfeiture penalty against such broadcast sta-11

tion licensee or permittee, or (2) such broadcast station12

licensee or permittee pays a forfeiture penalty pursuant13

to a notice of apparent liability, then the Commission shall14

commence a proceeding under section 312(a)(6) to revoke15

the station license or construction permit of that licensee16

or permittee, and shall revoke such station license or con-17

struction permit unless the Commission determines that18
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such action would not be in the public interest. Nothing1

in this subsection shall be construed to limit the authority2

of the Commission to commence a proceeding under sec-3
