14 "(A) IN GENERAL.-provide that 111 the

15 case of any youth described in subparagraph

16 (B)-
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"(i) during the period such youth is

incarcerated in a public institution, the

State shall not terminate eligibility for

medical assistance under the State plan for

such youth;

"(ii) during the period such youth is

incarcerated in a public institution, the

State shall establish a process that ensures

"(I) that the State does not

claim federal financial participation

for services that are provided to such

youth and that are excluded under

subsection 1905(a)(28)(A) (42 U.S.C.

1396d(a)(28)(A)); and

"(II) that the youth receIves

medical assistance for which federal

participation is available under this

title;

"(iii) on or before the date such youth

is released from such institution, the State

ensure that such youth is enrolled for med-

ical assistance under tIns title, unless and

until there is a determination that the indi-

vidual is no longer eligible to be so en­

rolled; and
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"(iv) the State shall ensure that en-

rollment under clause (iii) Virill be com-

pleted before such date so that the youth

can access medical assistance under this

title immediately upon leaving the institu-

tion.

"(B) YOUTH DESCRIBED.-A youth de-

scribed in this subparagraph is an individual

who-

"(i) is 18 years of age or younger;

"(ii) was enrolled for medical assist-

ance under the State plan immediately be-

fore becoming an inmate of a public insti-

tution;

"(iii) IS 18 years of age or younger

upon release from such institution; and

"(iv) is eligible for such medical as­

sistance under the State plan at the time

of release from such institution."
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
