| am pleased to convey the strong support of the Association of American Railroads for
S.J. Res. 23 and S.J. Res. 24, which are scheduled for House floor action this week.

The resolutions disapprove of final rules issued by the Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) for new and existing power plants. These rules are projected to substantially
reduce the amount of coal that is produced and consumed and will likely lead rail
carriers to reduce long-term investments in rail infrastructure along certain routes, and
even to remove rail lines from service.

In addition, the cost of the new rules could lead to diminished prospects for economic
growth and to the loss of well paying, middle-class jobs, including jobs in the freight rail
sector.
