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Today we will consider important bipartisan legislation that collectively will help protect jobs, keep our 
beloved pets and livestock healthy, further secure our prescription drug supply chain, and help keep the 
lights on in times of emergencies. Each bill will have a positive impact on the American public, and I am 
pleased that we have made great progress, and that we have done so on a bipartisan basis. 
 
First, we will mark up H.R. 1919, the Safeguarding America’s Pharmaceuticals Act of 2013, which was 
approved by the Health Subcommittee last week.  This bill would work to protect American families 
against counterfeit drugs and eliminate hundreds of millions of dollars worth of duplicative government 
regulations that saddle American drug manufacturers, wholesale distributors, and pharmacies.  
 
We have worked on this issue on a bipartisan basis for over a year.  In March 2012, we held a hearing on 
securing the supply chain as part of our reauthorization of the Prescription Drug User Fee Act (PDUFA).  
Our discussions continued during the PDUFA negotiations with our Senate colleagues and the remainder 
of the Congress.  We did not get the bill done last Congress, but it is my hope that we will have a bill on 
the president’s desk by the August recess.  
 
Since the subcommittee’s legislative hearing on April 25, the draft has gone through significant changes 
in order to add bipartisan support.  We moved up some of the timelines for transaction statements by over 
five years.  We also added a robust Phase-II that would require FDA to promulgate a regulation on unit-
level traceability in 2027.  These changes represent significant steps to further strengthen the supply 
chain. I thank Mr. Latta, Mr. Matheson, and Mr. Dingell for their bipartisan efforts on this critical issue.  
 
The committee will next consider an amended version of H.R. 1407, the Animal Drug User Fee 
Amendments of 2013, which was also approved last week by the Health Subcommittee.  The amended 
H.R. 1407 would reauthorize the Animal Drug User Fee Act (ADUFA) and Animal Generic Drug User Fee 
Act (AGDUFA).   
 
The American people have benefited greatly because of ADUFA and AGDUFA. These programs ensure 
that veterinarians, livestock and poultry producers, and pet owners have access to the drugs they need to 
keep their animals healthy.  In addition, they assist animal drug manufacturers by fostering a predictable 
FDA review process.  Finally, ADUFA and AGDUFA help in keeping the American food supply safe.  
 
This measure also protects American jobs. Timely reauthorization of programs is important for companies 
like Zoetis, which employs over 700 folks in southwest Michigan, because ADUFA and AGDUFA provide 
the predictability they need to help them produce innovative drugs for pets and livestock. 
 
Finally, we will consider H.R. 271, a bipartisan bill championed by Representatives Pete Olson, Mike 
Doyle, and many others on this committee who have seen firsthand the challenges that occur when our 
power companies face conflicting obligations from DOE and the EPA. This measure takes the necessary 
steps to ensure America’s power companies are able to comply with DOE emergency orders to maintain 
grid reliability without facing penalties for violating potentially conflicting environmental laws. Identical 
legislation passed this committee and the full House last year, and I am hopeful we’ll be able to get this 
through the Senate and to the president this time. 
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
